	Individual Written Report (50pts)
	· Thorough and thoughtful answer to all questions developed in paragraph form  (ie. topic sentence, transitions, integrated quotes with context, analysis, etc.)

· Supports all claims with detailed textual evidence that includes context. 
· When discussing evidence, comments on stylistic devices, patterns, inferences and ties to other parts of the text.
· Uses ethos, pathos and logos to persuade audience that school design choices will best meet the needs of students like Holden. 
· 45- 50 pts
	· Responses contain all parts of a paragraph.

· Supports claims with textual evidence and blended integrated quotes.

· Analysis adds insight that is not already stated in the quote. 

· 40-44 pts
	· Contains most parts of a paragraph.

· Supports answers with textual evidence, but may have any of the following problems:
· Analysis is missing
· Analysis restates quote or is obvious.
· Analysis does not address text.
· Does not attempt to integrate quotes or does so incorrectly.
·  35-39 pts
	· Responds to at least half the questions OR responds to all questions but responses are significantly incomplete.

· Answers questions about what a school for Holden would be like, but does not provide reasons for choices based on the text OR reasons are vague or not accurate.

· 30 – 34 pts

	        Content of Presentation (30 pts)
	· Speaks for 3-5 minutes covering all key topics and questions related to role.  
· Ideas reflect an understanding of all of Holden’s strengths and needs.

· Addresses specific needs and concerns of BOTH potential parents and students as they pertain to role.

· Needs and concerns addressed are based on detailed research of text 
· Demonstrates understanding of text as a whole 
· Presents original ideas (ie. ideas not already discussed in class) and conclusions and connections not explicitly stated in the text.
·  27 – 30 pts
	· Thoughtful answers to all parts of questions with some detail to support claims.  

· Choices take into consideration an understanding of most of Holden’s strengths and needs.

· Discusses conclusions not explicitly stated in the text. 

·  24 – 26.5 pts


	· Information is based on a basic understanding of some of Holden’s needs.  

· Interpretation is limited to what is stated literally in the text (we offer fencing because Holden likes fencing) 

· Demonstrates understanding of isolated portions of the text.  

· Repeats examples already presented by other group members or your teacher without providing any new information.

·  21-23.5pts
	· Addresses at least half the topics related to role 

· Ideas about school seem to connect to text and Holden but are not stated explicitly (ie does not discuss specific examples or quotes from the text).

· Missing significant requirements. 

·  18 – 20.5 pts



	Public speaking Skills,  

Portrayal of Character  (20 pts)

	· Speaker is confident in explaining ideas and does so in an interesting manner; has appropriate pacing and projected voice; audience can easily follow ideas.

· Effective, purposeful eye contact.

· Slides in power point add to audience’s understanding of what you are saying.

· Presenter appears thoroughly interested and excited about the subject.
· Creates character using dress, props, way of speaking & body language that an audience of both parents and students would trust and be persuaded by.
· 18 -20 pts
	· Frequently uses slides and/or 3x5 cards to provide information.

· Ideas are presented in a way that audience can easily follow.

· Voice can consistently be heard during the entire presentation

· Occasional eye contact.

· Presenter appears interested in topic.  
· Portrays character through dress and props keeping in mind audience.

· Uses formal and persuasive tone and language.

· Body language is appropriate (ie. standing, facing audience, avoids distracting gestures). 

· 16 – 17.5 pts
	· Relies on slides and/or 3x5 cards, repeatedly looking at them to provide information; explanation may be rushed.

· Poor eye contact. 

· Voice is occasionally difficult to hear.

· Presenter seems neutral about topic.

· Appears under prepared, but minor stops during presentation do not significantly interrupt the flow.

· Considers audience when presenting, but periodically slips into casual style of speaking (overuse of like, fillers, slang, etc.)

· Body movements occasionally detract from presentation. 

· 14 – 15.5 pts
	· Ideas seem to be presented randomly.  Difficult to follow.

· Reads directly from slides or 3x5 cards, as if for the first time; no eye contact.

· Voice is difficult to hear.

· Presenter appears uninterested in the topic.

· Presentation is interrupted due to the need for direction from other members or teacher.

· No awareness of the audience.

· Body language / vocabulary is distracting / inappropriate.
