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Identity Poem & Visual

Poem:

· Write your own identity poem. Choose ONE symbol (an animal, object, plant, setting / place, or event) that represents your identity.  

· Describe yourself as this symbol throughout the entire poem. 

· Move beyond obvious, superficial similarities (ie. I am like the beach because I like going there).  Instead, describe how your symbol represents internal qualities, beliefs and values, and your view of the world.  
· Include at least three stanzas in your poem.

· Use vivid and detailed descriptions that show the similarity between you and your symbol.
· You are welcome to use the poem “Identity” we read in class as inspiration.  A template has been provided that follows the format of this poem if you wish to use it.  

· Include descriptive language that is unique to how you speak and who you are.    Let the reader hear YOUR voice.  
TIP:  Once you have chosen your symbol, make a list of similarities that you share then try to highlight those in your poem.

Visual:

· On a blank piece of paper, type or neatly write your poem (in pen).

· Around your poem, add drawings, magazine cutouts, clip art, stickers, product labels, etc. that take up the rest of the paper (both above and below and all around your writing).  

· Your visual should NOT be a single picture but rather show multiple details from your poem or a scene with a setting, activities, people, etc.  It should reflect the overall content as well as the details in your poem.

· Your visual should be something you create. (ie. do not paste your poem onto a whole page cut from a magazine).    

· Add color to your visual.  

· Neatly write your first and last name on the back side (bottom right corner).  

· Come prepared to share your poem with the rest of the class.   These will be displayed.
