Lord of the Flies Mask Assignment

Man is least himself when he talks in his own person. Give him a mask,

and he will tell you the truth.

· Select a significant character (Jack, Ralph, Piggy, Simon, Roger) from Lord of the Flies.

· Construct a colorful 2-sided mask that represents that character.  The basic form of the mask does not have to be a human face.  While it might reflect some aspects of a human face, the symbols you choose to represent your character are more important.

· Mask requirements:

· The front of the mask must have a symbol or symbols that represent how your character and how he has changed while on the island.  An easy way to do this is to divide the front of the mask into two parts, one representing who he is when he first arrives and the other being who he is now.  

You might consider:

· Who the character physically is when he first lands on the island

· Who the character emotionally is when he first arrives on the island

· Who the character has physically become

· Who the character has emotionally become

· The character’s predominant strength

· The character’s predominant weakness

When choosing symbols and making artistic choices, you might consider color, objects, shapes, numbers, etc.

· The back of the mask must include at least 6 integrated quotations and commentary that support the symbol(s) you have designed.  Be sure to include page numbers and, when necessary, clearly identify their corresponding symbols.  (It’s okay to turn the quotations in on a separate piece of paper if they don’t fit on the mask.)

· Just as the boys are forced to do on the island, you are encouraged to use the supplies you have or find to create your mask; you are NOT being asked/told to purchase craft-store materials for this assignment, nor are you permitted to simply modify an old Halloween mask. Be creative. Be original. Recycle.

Mask Explanation
Your mask should include a typed or neatly hand-written three-paragraph explanation. 

· Your first paragraph should contain information about your choices as an artist in representing the character. What aspects of the character did you choose to accentuate? How do your color choices reflect your character?   What symbols did you use and what do they say about your character?  What artistic devices or techniques did you utilized and how do they represent your character?

· Your second paragraph should be a reflection about the way we, as humans, use masks in everyday society. Think about some of the different personas you wear on a regular basis. (Persona is defined as “an individual's social facade or front that reflects the role in life the individual is playing; the personality that a person projects in any given environment.”) How do you behave like a different person in different situations or with different people?  Why? Is it necessary? Do your various personas help or hinder you? 

Your paragraphs should read fluidly, contain relatively few errors, include correctly written simple and compound sentences, and be detailed in their explanation.

	Writing:

Content and Organization
	The writing contains two logically constructed, detailed paragraphs that discuss the connection to the character, the creation of the mask, and reflect on the nature of masks in our society. Details add to ideas and stay focused on the subject. Writing flows together smoothly.
	The writing contains two paragraphs. More information and supporting detail could have been added. Once in a while, writing may have gone off topic or didn’t totally respond to the prompts.
	Writing may be imbalanced, with one paragraph more developed than the others. Points are not always clear. Few details and supporting ideas. Paragraphs do not flow; ideas are choppy.
	Writing is not done, or did not pay attention to the prompts/questions. Writing is disorganized. Details and information is missing.

Style
	Word choice is precise and descriptive. Different kinds of sentences (simple and compound) are used.  Few, if any, mistakes in spelling and grammar. Effort is made to type or write legibly.


	Word choice serves a purpose. Some variety in sentence structure, but many start the same way. Some errors are made, but do not interfere with meaning. Writing is not as neat as it could have been..
	Word choice is general—needs to be more effective to convey meaning. Ideas are repeated and writing is choppy. Sentences could be more to the point. Not typed. Handwriting is sloppy and hard to read. Errors in spelling and grammar.  
	Writing may not be complete. Readers cannot tell what ideas are or if they’re on topic. Most sentences start the same way or just repeat the prompt. Few if any descriptive words. No attempt at a final draft. So many errors that readers are distracted and confused.
