1.  abashed 

· (adj) – Ashamed or embarrassed

· Helpful Hint: maybe it will help to see that the same root gives us both abashed and bashful, and both words deal with low self-confidence
· When they broke the garage window by mistake, the two children came into the house looking abashed.
· How would the two abashed children from the sample sentence behave? How can you tell that someone is abashed?
2. capricious

· (adj) – Subject to unpredictable, fanciful change

· Helpful Hint: Capri pants cannot decide if they want to be shorts or regular pants – they just do what they want 
· When he was younger, Mike was much more capricious, but nowadays, he always acts more deliberately, after much consideration.
· Do you think being capricious is a positive or negative trait? Explain.
3. enervate

· (v) – To drain the strength of

· Helpful Hint: Many, many people mistakenly think that enervate and energize mean the same thing. But these words are antonyms.
· Three straight weeks of heavy gunfire on the frontlines enervated the troops, who became sluggish and unresponsive.
· Are you energized or enervated by exercise? Explain.
4. lobby 

· (v) – To try to persuade, usually used in regards to politics  (n) – A group of people who work to promote a political cause

· Helpful Hints: As a noun, a lobby is also the entryway to a building. Supposedly, the word became a verb when people would try to catch politicians in the lobby of their hotels and try to convince them to change their beliefs on a position.
· After the third accident in a single summer, the parents lobbied for a greater staff of lifeguards at the pool.
· If you could lobby our California legislature, what cause or change would you promote? Why?
5. stipulate

· (v) – To make a demand as a part of a larger agreement

· Helpful Hint: You might be more familiar with the noun form, stipulation 
· He let me pet his dog, but stipulated that I not touch its tail.
· What stipulation(s) have your parents given you about curfews, or driving, or grades, or cell phones, or television use, etc?
Frequently misused words:
Adverse and averse
· Adverse means harmful or unfavorable; “Adverse market conditions caused the IPO to be poorly subscribed.” Averse means dislike or opposition; “I was averse to paying $18 a share for a company that generates no revenue.”
· Feel free to have an aversion to adverse conditions.
