1.  fecund

2. epitome
· (n) – A person or thing that is typical of or possesses to a high degree the features of a whole group; The best example of something (the epitome of goodness)

· An Olympic athlete could be viewed as the epitome of athleticism.
· Who do you know that has reached the epitome of happiness? Explain.
3. impervious
· (adj) – 1. Not permitting penetration or passage; Impenetrable (impervious to rain) 2. Incapable of being injured or impaired (impervious to pain) 3. Incapable of being influenced persuaded, or affected (impervious to reason)

· Although football players can appear impervious to pain while on the field, they often take a few days to recover from the many hits they receive during a game.

4. peevish 

· (adj) – Showing annoyance, irritation, or a bad mood

· Since she was usually so pleasant to be around, Miranda’s friends were worried when she became peevish and started avoiding them.
· How do you cope with a peevish teacher, boss, or family member?
5. resilient
· (adj) – 1. Springing back; Rebounding 2. Recovering readily from illness, depression, adversity, etc.

· After the disappointment of being cut from the freshman baseball team, John showed his resilient nature when he worked extra hard and made varsity the following year.
· How would a resilient student react to a failing math score on a chapter quiz?
Frequently misused words:

Compliment and complement
· Compliment (v) is to say something nice. 
· Complement (v) is to add to, enhance, improve, complete or bring close to perfection. 
· So, I can compliment your staff and their service, but if you have no current openings, you have a full complement of staff. 
· And your new app may complement your website—for which I may decide to compliment you.
