1. abate

· (v) to become less in amount or intensity; to decrease, diminish or lessen

· Sentence: The storm abated to a light drizzle after hours of lightning and thunder, strong winds and a downpour of rain.

· Your enthusiasm for skiing might abate after falling off a ski lift and getting a mouth full of snow.

· TIP: Focus on the “ate” part of abate (eat, ate, eaten). When you eat a meal, you abate your hunger.

· Describe a situation when you had strong emotions or feelings that eventually abated. Explain what happened and why your feelings later diminished or became less intense.

2. transient

· (adj) lasting a very short time; short-lived

· Sentence: the transient, carefree days of childhood are replaced with numerous responsibilities as we move to adulthood.

· It can also be used for anything that moves quickly from one thing to another, like a transient feeling or a transient facial expression.

· Use transient to describe something that always changes or moves around, like how a teenager can have a temporary crush on one person one week and another the next.

3. superfluous

· (adj) more than is needed, desired, or required; unnecessary or excessive, wasteful
· Sentence: Good writing is like sculpting; you need to chip away everything superfluous in order for the idea to take shape.

· Sentence: Many homes in the modern day are filled with superfluous items, which are rarely used but clutter our lives (like my bread maker, and my circle cutter)
· Describe some things that are superfluous in your life.

4. wary

· (adj) careful, cautious

· Sentence: One should always be wary of deals that are too good to be true as they are often scams to separate you and your money.

· Describe a situation when you were wary. Explain why you were wary and what the outcome was.

5. vindicate

· (v) to show to be right by providing justification or proof; to confirm or substantiate

· Sentence: New discoveries of global warming have vindicated many environmentalists and their scientific theories.

· Describe a time when you felt vindicated because someone did not initially believe you, but later came to discover that your perspective, story, or ideas were correct.
